SUPPLY, DELIVERY AND INSTALLATION OF A HEAVY DUTY MOBILE SHELVING SYSTEM AT THE REGISTRY OF THE COMMERCE DIVISION

Special Conditions

1. The contract comprises the supply, installation and commissioning of a Heavy Duty Mobile Shelving System for the Registry of the Commerce Division situated at Lascaris Bastions, Valletta.

2. A written proposal accompanied by full technical literature in English on the Shelving System is to be submitted at:-

Late offers will NOT be accepted.  Offers for this tender should be sealed in an opaque package marked with the Advert No.

This offer is to be deposited in the tender box of the Commerce Division at the above address by the time and date set for the submission of tenders in the Government Gazette.

3. The tender rates shall be inclusive of all the work specified which should be 

carried out to the satisfaction of the Director General (Commerce) or his representative.  Rates quoted are to be inclusive of all materials/charges, installation and taxes as applicable.

4. Tenderers are required to submit their offers in Euro and rates should include   

VAT, Eco-contribution and all other charges/taxes as may be applicable on the closing date of the tendering period, as well as any other expenses.  The tendered rates shall be fixed and no allowance will be made for any fluctuation or for any increase or decrease in the cost of labour and/or any other expenses.

5.  The successful bidder shall be bound to conform to VAT Legislation and                  


   Regulations.

6. The Government is not bound to accept the lowest or any tender or any part of 
such tender.

7. The supply, installation and commissioning of the system shall be carried out  
within a maximum period of twelve (12) cumulative weeks from the date of order to commence works.  

8. Failure to complete works within the stipulated period shall entail a penalty of 
Euros 200 per day of delay, inclusive of Sundays and Holidays.

9. A site briefing session will be held for prospective tenderers during the tendering period.  The date and time for the site visit will be communciated to the prospective tenderer. During the site visit, prospective bidders are advised to take all relevant measurements required.  This will enable them to submit the proper storage system designs within the Tender.

10.  Interpretation of Correction of Tender Documents
a. Tenderers shall promptly notify the Director General (Commerce) of any   ambiguity in or discrepancy between any of the Tender documents which they may discover upon examination of the Tender Documents.

b.  Tenderers requiring clarification or interpretations of the Tender documents           

              shall make a written request to the Director General (Commerce) at least          

  sixteen (16) days prior to the closing date for the receipt of Tenders.  Any request after this date will not be accepted.
c.  Any interpretations, corrections or changes to the Tender Documents by the  

     Director General (Commerce) will be made by an official addenda.     

              Interpretations, corrections or changes made in any other manner will not be

              valid, and Tenderers shall not rely upon such interpretations, corrections and  

     and changes.

11. Addenda
a. Addenda will be telefaxed and confirmed by mail to the Tenderers.

b.   No addenda will be issued later than six (6) days prior to the date of receipt of  

      Tenders except an addendum postponing the date for receipt of Tenders or   

    withdrawing the request for tenders.
c.   Each Tenderer shall ascertain, prior to submitting his Tender, that he has    

      received all addenda issued and shall acknowledge their receipt in his Tender.

13.     Occupational Health and Safety
       The contractor shall assume full responsibility and accountability regarding the

       Health and safety of his/her employees and/or subcontractors including any 

       Third parties involved in the execution of this contract.

14. Data Protection Clause

The information collected on this form shall be processed in accordance to the Data Protection Act 2001.  The contents of this document are confidential and intended solely for the use of this organisation, and will not be disclosed or copied without your consent to anyone outside the Ministry of Finance, the Economy and Investment unless the law permits us to.

15. Participation

Participation in tendering is open on equal terms to all natural and legal persons of the Member States of the European Union, the beneficiary country and any other country.  All works, supplies and services must originate in one or more of these countries.

These terms refer to all nations of the said states and to all legal entities, companies or partnership constituted under, and governed by, the civil, commercial or public law of such states and having their statutory office, central administration or principal place of business there.  A legal entity, company or partnership having only its statutory office must be engaged in an activity which has an effective and continuous link with the economy of the state concerned.  Tenderers must provide evidence of their statutes.

These rules apply to:

a) tenderers

b) members of a consortium

c) any subcontractors

Natural persons, companies or undertakings for whom the conditions set out in Article 49 of the Public Contracts Regulations, 2005 apply, may be excluded from participation in and the award of contracts.  In this regard tenderers must complete and submit with their offer the attached statement shown in Annex I.  Prior to the award of the tender the recommended tenderer/s must produce original and updated certificates issued by the authorities concerned confirming that he/they is/are not in breach of Artile 49 of the Public Contracts Regulations 2005.

Non-compliance with this clause will lead to disqualification of offer.

Tenderers or candidates who have been guilty of making false declarations will also incur financial penalties representing 10% of the total value of the contract being awarded.  The rate may be increased to 20% in the event of a repeat offence within five years of the first infringement.
To be eligible for participation in this tender procedure, tenderers must prove to the satisfaction of the Commerce Division that they comply with the necessary legal, technical and financial requirements and have the wherewithal to carry out the contract effectively.

16    Ownership of Tenders
The Commerce Division retains ownership of all tenders received under this tendering procedure.  Consequently, tenderers have no right to have their tenders returned to them.

17.       Confidentiality
The entire evaluation procedure is confidential.  The Evaluation Committee’s decisions are collective and its deliberations are held in closed session.  The members of the Evaluation Committee are bound to secrecy.

The evaluation reports and written records, in particular, are for official use only and will not be communicated either to the tenderers or to any party.

18. Award Notification
Tenders are opened and scheduled in public by the Evaluation Committee members within the Commerce Division and the names of the Bidders are published.  Once the recommendations made by the Adjudication Team are accepted, the awardee’s name shall be exhibited on the Notice Board.  All Bidders will be informed in writing.

19.       Payment

The Division will effect payment within a reasonable time (90 days) after delivery, installation and commissioning of the system, to the satisfaction of the Division  In breach of this time limit a contractor would become entitled to the payment of interest of 2% over the rate of interest established by the CBM for the particular period.

20.        Adjudication of Tender
The Commerce Division shall have the right to choose the tender which, in its absolute discretion, it considers the most favourable and adequate and shall not be bound to accept the lowest priced tender.  The Director General (Commerce) shall have the right to reject any or all tenders.

21.        Arbitration
                Any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of or relating to this contract, or 
     
the  breach, termination or invalidity thereof, shall be settled by arbitration in 

                accordance with the rules of the Malta Arbitration Centre as at present in force.

                Any reference in the attached General Conditions to other arbitration

                procedures shall not apply.

22.        The attached ‘General Conditions Governing the Employment of Labour in

                Malta’ ‘General Conditions for the supply of material and other articles’ and 

                the ‘General Conditions of Contract for the Execution of Works in Malta’  

                insofar as they are not inconsistent with the above shall also apply.

23.        SPECIFICATIONS
The following are the specifications for the supply, delivery and installation of a heavy duty mobile Shelving system for 3 areas of the Registry of the Commerce Division.

- 2 areas forming the Division’s Registry for which the shelving system is required are situated on the ground floor of the Commerce Division, Lascaris Bastions, Valletta

- the third area is at a ground floor premises in Marsa.

The sheving racks for the said areas have to be detailed and specified in the tender within specific designs, indicating clearly the quantity of racks that each area may hold as well as all measurements and sizes.
The remaining racks are to be double sided shelves which are movable on rails thus providing the possibility of shifting the access passage between them in any alternating positions as required.

The ends of all racks should be enclosed with a fixed panel and the passageway between the racks shall be provided with the means of closure when the system is not in use, thus providing complete closure of the whole system for security.

The sheving units should be mounted on mobile bases which run on tracks fitted on to the tiled floor.  The tender should also specify the length, height and depth of each shelf.

The heavy duty mobile shelving units shall be manufactured from rolled edge frame and shelving, with each shelf bolted into holes 25mm apart.  The shelves should have the facility to fix extra dividers provided with holes at 25mm intervals allowing for various positions for best space utilisation.  Rolled edge components shall be stainless steel, galvanised metal or phosphate treated, powder coated and stove enamelled to give a durable high quality finish.

The heavy duty mobile shelves shall be designed to accomodate archive boxes.  The specifications (including the quantity, type and material) of the archive boxes should be provided, together with the number of boxes that can be placed on each shelf, and the tenderer is to inform within the bid what load the shelf is certified to carry. 

The mobile shelves shall be opened and closed manually by means of an operating wheel.  The racks are to be lockable and being a heavy duty type, have to be fitted with an in-built anti-tilting device.  
It should be possible to dis-assemble the shelving system in order to re-assemble it in an alternative area should this be required in the future.  
All the above is to be accompanied by drawings, renderings and/or photographs showing clearly the proposed layout of the racks within the available areas, the shelving system and the archive boxes.
The shelving system shall be fully guaranteed by the bidder and maintained for a minimum period of two years.  Before commencement of the work the successful bidder must provide in writing the guarantee to cover two calendar years starting from the date of completion of the work.  Furthermore he shall also bind himself to maintain the system for the same period.

The bidder shall submit technical specifications and literature in English which should include all important details of the system being offered.

The successful bidder shall provide at their expense all necessary material, tools and labour to complete the work involved in all details.

The successful bidder shall replace any defective works during and after completion at his own expense.  He shall also make good any damage to the building during the course of the work.

The successful bidder must guarantee the availability of spare parts for a period of 10 years.

Tenderers are required to submit (if available) a reference list showing client names and respective locations where similar systems have been installed
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
