CLARIFICATIONS FOR TENDER CD/1204/2008

SUPPLY, DELIVERY AND INSTALLATION OF A HEAVY DUTY MOBILE ARCHIVING & STORAGE SOLUTION FOR THE REGISTRY OF THE COMMERCE DEPARTMENT


1. Location of Mobile shelving 

 

The plan indicates two main areas where the mobile shelving is to be located, however in one of these areas there’s an annexed room having a triangular layout. Are the bidders required to consider this area eligible for positioning of mobile shelving as well? Given the awkward layout it would be very difficult to come up with a design in order to maximise space.

 

If you consider that mobile shelving is not appropriate for the annexed room, please indicate this in your bid, providing alternative solutions.

 

2.   Height of Shelving
What is the maximum overall height that the systems will need to be offered in? Given the very high ceilings one would exploit this to its full potential; however will there be issues with regards to H&S of the personnel, as the tender doesn’t specify methods on how to access contents on upper levels. Also there is no mention of the minimum operating aisle width required. This is important especially when access equipment is required to be manoeuvred within. 

 

Please note that it would not be possible to extend the shelving to the maximum height of the ceiling given that the ceiling is arched/domed.   Therefore the height of the shelving should reach the start of the arches.  It would be necessary that measurements are taken by your company in order to define the maximum height limit. 

 

RE the aisle this should be adequate to allow comfortable access to all the levels of shelving by personnel. 

 

3.   Obstruction to doors windows and openings
 

The plans indicate numerous doors, windows and other openings around the perimeter of the rooms. We assume free access will need to be allowed at all times and thus remain unobstructed. This as the expense of reduced storage capacity. Kindly confirm.

4. Rails 

 

It is very clear from the tender specs, that the system is to be installed over a finished floor and hence NOT embedded flush in the floor. Exposed rails on the other hand can create a tripping hazard to operators as well as hinder smooth manoeuvring of wheeled equipment (such as trolleys, ladder etc). Will this scenario be acceptable during adjudication or will bidders be obliged to offer alternatives (such as false infill flooring).
 

Alternatives such as false infill flooring would be considered.

 

5. Shelving configuration 

 

The specification as to what type filing system will be used on this system remains rather vague. Although bidders have been given a free hand to suggest multiple options (binders, archive boxes, suspension files etc), this could lead misinterpretation. Each option will definitely require a different shelf configuration when it comes to selecting appropriate shelving module. At the same time the tender stipulates that options will automatically disqualify the bidder. Kindly guide us accordingly. 

 

A review of the tender document has not shown that this is stated.  Moreover, the tender encourages the submission of options as follows:

 

Pg.11; 17.4 states: 
Different options are to be clearly identifiable in the technical and financial submission; a separate Tender Form (as per Volume 1, Section 2) marked ‘Option 1’, ‘Option 2’ etc. for each individual option clearly outlining the price of the relative option is to be submitted.
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
